[bookmark: _GoBack]You will be in groups for the following project.  Your goal is to research, learn and demonstrate knowledge on the topics below.  As a group decide how you will organize and acquire the information.  You may decide to work together and cover each topic a day or to split up and cover separate topics to then teach and review to each other later.  Make good decisions, stay on task and be organized.

Part A -The following topics need to be addressed: 
Explorers and Aboriginals- Describe the interaction and relationships between these two groups during this time?  What sort of events affected these relationships negatively and positively?  Who were the major people involved in initial interactions?
New France- Describe life in New France during this historical time.  How was the land distributed? What roles did the French and Acadians play in New France? Describe the seigniorial system they used during this time.
Loyalists – who were they? Where did they come from? Where did they settle? How did they affect the French, English, and First Nations people when they arrived? What were some of the challenges facing them when they arrived in Canada? Did all the Loyalists face the same challenges? 
The Seven Year War- What was this event? How did it start? Where sis it take place? What events led up to the war? Who was involved?  Who were some major people involved with this war?
North West Company – who were they? How did it establishment change the fur trade? What impact did these changes have on First Nations and on French and British traders? 
Métis – who were they? Where did they live? What role did the Métis play in the fur trade? Why were the Métis and First Nation peoples forced to leave their communities when the Loyalists and European immigrants arrived? 
Immigration to Canada (1800-1850) – what were some of the challenges new immigrants faced on arriving in Canada? What were some responses to those challenges? How did discrimination and segregation affect the ways in which African Canadians met their everyday needs? 
War of 1812 – Who was involved in the war? What were the major causes of this war? Where was the war fought? What impact did the war have on Canadian identity? Why did Tecumseh support the British in this war? What were relations like between First Nations, colonists, and the colonial administration during this war?
